Loyalty Award for a seven-day Asian City Study Tour in Seoul, South Korea, where the 
group visited Asia’s first Google Campus, the Seoul Global Startup Center and the 
Korea Exchange, during which they met with the experts and entrepreneurs to discuss 
their ideas and experiences with entrepreneurship.
