This is in addition to its safety management
system that was set up in 2011 in accordance with Factories and Industrial
Undertakings Regulations.
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So far in 2017, Galaxy Macau has conducted 20 F&B-related OSH trainings for
approximately 500 team members. Team members’ OSH awareness is also maintained
via video screens in the back-of-house areas and through quizzes and competitions.
